First of all, we are sorry to have kept you waiting for our announcement about the student exchange programme arrangement in Spring 2021. We have taken some time to closely monitor the latest development of the COVID-19 global pandemic and after careful reviews on the health and safety concerns as well as the travel restrictions and quarantine arrangements in Hong Kong and your home towns, Lingnan has decided to offer Virtual Incoming Student Exchange Programme in Spring 2021 (January – May 2021) alongside the Physical Student Exchange in the traditional way.
 
Nomination and application for our Spring 2021 are now open (Deadline: 30 October 2020)
You are sincerely invited to nominate your students to our Virtual Student Exchange Programme and participate in our credit-bearing courses remotely in Spring 2021. Our courses offered to exchange students are at the same time open for Lingnan students, and we are expecting a hybrid teaching mode (real-time online and in-person), i.e. students are required to participate in the courses real-time according to the assigned class schedule. Participating students will be admitted as exchange students of Lingnan. The tuition fee will be waived according to our bilateral agreements. Each of your students can take up to 2 courses and will be counted 0.5 semester quota in our exchange balances.

In case we receive overwhelming responses to any of the courses, the course enrollment will be made to eligible students according to the sequence of application i.e. successful submission of all required materials. Please refer to the attached information sheet for details of the courses and nomination procedures.
 
Remarks:
In case your students need to participate in our Virtual Student Exchange Programme with taking more than 2 of our courses remotely or if they prefer participating in person*, please let us know by 8 October 2020. We will discuss with you to arrange for the best possible for your students.
 
*Important note to students who wish to come in person:
1. Exchange students coming in person need to take at least 12 Lingnan credits (usually 4 courses) in order to fulfill our full-time student requirement to participate in the Student Exchange Programme physically.
As the COVID-19 pandemic is still evolving and the changes to the situation are unprecedented, there is a possibility that all courses on offer in Spring 2021 will be taught in online mode only or the physical Student Exchange Programme will be suspended before students’ arrival.
2. Travellers coming from offshore are required to go through the compulsory 14-day quarantine measure imposed by the HKSAR Government (https://www.chp.gov.hk/en/index.html). This measure is subject to adjustments from time to time. Students coming to Lingnan in person (including exchange students) need to arrange for the compulsory quarantine off campus by themselves as our student hostels do not have isolated facilities for quarantine and the relevant costs are to be borne by the students. In case there are any additional requirements imposed to travellers visiting Hong Kong, it would also be the responsibility of exchange students for fulfillment and any costs incurred.
3. Exchange students to Lingnan need to get suitable and adequate insurance covering travel, personal accident, medical expenses (accident and non-accident), hospitalisation, emergency evacuation / repatriation throughout the entire period of your study at Lingnan. The insurance must also cover COVID-19.
